Initially the University started its teaching
programmes in a few subjects like Assamese, English, Economics, History, Political
Science, Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics at the D.H.S.K College, a premiere
College of upper Assam in Dibrugarh which was established in 1945 as the ‘Dibrugarh
College’. Subsequently, the University shifted to its present permanent campus in
1968. Befitting as it is, the University is celebrating the year beginning from July 1, 2014 as the ‘Golden Jubilee Year’. As we look back
at the journey of the University during the last half a century, we pay our respectful homage to all those, whose invaluable contribution
made possible the birth of the second University of Assam. Special acknowledgement is due to the benevolent act of late Hanuman Box
Kanoi, a Padmashri awardee, who donated an amount of Rupees Twenty Six lakh towards the establishment of the new University. The
universally acknowledged role, relevance and importance of philanthropy in the spread of knowledge among humanity through
establishment of University are still there and shall always remain for all time to come.

Dibrugarh University which began with twenty five affiliating Colleges now has 171 such colleges spread across the seven districts of
upper Assam and outside. These include the first Autonomous College of Assam, the North Lakhimpur College.  The University now has
17 academic Departments and 21 Centres for Studies offering academic programmes at the undergraduate and the postgraduate
levels. The celebrations of the Golden Jubilee Year presents an occasion for introspection, critical review of the University's progress
and contribution in the academic growth as mandated in its Act. As we look ahead, we realise the new realities of the world today, the
paradigm shifts in the teaching- learning process and the enormous knowledge explosion bringing in sweeping transformation in all
spheres of life across the world.

At the juncture of completing fifty years and preparing for its journey ahead, the University needs to take into account its experience
of the last half a century for addressing the challenges in the wake of the new realities of the world today and prepare its roadmap for
the future. The challenge is enormous and the journey is on with our conviction and committment.....in search of excellence.

Colloquium Deliberations

Prof. Maitrayee Chaudhuri Speaks on the
Challenges and Possibilities of Social Sciences in
the New Millennium

Prof. Maitrayee
Chaudhuri, an eminent
sociologist, who is the
Chairperson of the
Centre for the Study of
Social System and the
Coordinator of the UGC-
CAS, School of Social
Sciences, Jawaharlal
Nehru University, New
Delhi was the speaker
in the Colloquium on 23
May, 2014. Prof.
Chaudhuri, who is well
known for her
extensive works on the

Sociology of Gender and Pedagogy, spoke on the topic
Social Sciences, the University and Society Today: Challenges
and Possibilities. In her lecture, she discussed some of the
important dimensions of the interlocution between social
sciences, higher education in universities and the
understanding of society. She began her discussion by
highlighting the problems and prospects of the pedagogy.

According to her, the two important goals that are set for
the Social Sciences in a globalised society are the
development of better human resources and the
development of Social Sciences as academic disciplines. In
order to achieve these goals, disciplines such as Sociology
and Women’s Studies should shed away their marginal
status given to them in the hierarchy of scientific disciplines
in the universities. The pedagogy of Social Sciences
therefore should combine both the cultivation of practical
skills and cumulative theoretical knowledge. Such a practice
would increase the employability of the knowledge of Social
Sciences as well as contribute in enriching the philosophy
of Social Sciences. Prof. Chaudhuri emphasized that the
cultivation of practical skills include a better understanding
of scientific methods, language and pragmatism. However,
drawing on the suggestions of Martha Nussbaum and C.N.
Rao, she cautioned the vigilant teachers of social sciences
regarding the difference between economic and Scientific
competitiveness, professional and polytechnic education
and between utilitarianism and practice of knowledge. In
order to develop the theoretical repository of the Social
Sciences, she opined that Social Scientists and teachers
should combine empiricism with critical thinking. Rather
than accepting the existing concepts and methods, an
attempt must be made by the Social Scientists to act as
agents of new concepts and revise the existing body of
knowledge. For this purpose, the understanding of social

phenomenon and social problems should be contextualized.
They must be analysed in the light of their history of
emergence and development. Compartmentalization of
information and knowledge should be avoided, and
interdisciplinary understanding of social issues should be
encouraged. Addressing the concerns raised by the teachers
and the scholars of the university in an interactive session,
Prof. Chaudhuri encouraged them to overcome the existing
limitations of educational institutions by taking a proactive
role in initiating new pedagogies and increasing
interdepartmental cooperation within the university and
with other institutions of higher learning in the country as
well as abroad.

Prof. Bikas Kumar Sinha Deliberates on the Rise of the
Indian Middle Class

Dr. Bikas Kumar Sinha,
Former Professor,
Indian Statistical
Institute (ISI), Calcutta
and former member of
National Statistical
Commission (NSC),
Government of India,
delivered a talk on
Economic Rise of the
Great Indian Middle
Class on 8 May, 2014.
The purpose of this talk
was to present a study
undertaken towards
exploring the
phenomenon. The study focused on many salient features
of our understanding of this economic strength. Statistical
issues are nicely investigated and presented in this study.
The role of Indian Universities towards continuation of such
studies was also highlighted. In his lecture, Dr. Sinha defined
the ‘Indian Middle Class’. He observed that the Indian Middle
Class is not a homogeneous conglomerate of people. It is
more a heterogeneous collection of people, more defined
by its relationships and values, wealth and income, political
and cultural importance as also by its contrast with the upper
and the lower classes. He pointed out that this class is not a
product of globalisation, but the latter has impacted it rather
heavily. The long survival and expansion of the middle class
is due basically to its law-abiding nature. This class does not
take law into its own hands. The contemporary middle class
has three distinct values in the sense of policies of life which
are education, hard work and pragmatism. As strength,
education has come to occupy the centrestage in the value
system of the middle class. This class will borrow, mortgage

property, do everything to get the best of education. In
fact, the knowledge industry is thriving because of the
patronization of this class. Hard work is again another pivotal
value for the middle class. In view of the rise of this middle
class in India, there is much scope for the young researchers.
The future directions of research includes IT Sector, e-
business and e-commerce, e-governance, banking industry,
scientific achievements/contributions, film industry/fine
arts/academies, and in every sphere the contribution and
involvement of the so-called middle class population is
remarkable.

Prof. Buddhadeb Ghosh Talks on Poverty Alleviation and
MGNREGA

It was graced by Prof. Buddhadeb Ghosh, All India
Coordinator, MGNREGA Evaluation and Principal Investigator,
Border Area Development Projects of Planning
Commission, GOI, New Delhi and Eminent Scientist,
Economic Research Unit, ISI, Kolkata. deliberated on the
topic Growth, Inequality and Vulnerability in Rural India: A
District Level Study on 2 August 2014, where he shared his
views on the contentious issue of poverty in India. He said
that very few areas of research have produced so much
path-breaking papers and reports in Social Science as poverty
research in India. He argued that despite the popularity of
NSSO data on consumption expenditure in poverty research,
the nature, composition and absolute measure of people
below the poverty line had remained unchanged over the
last four decades. Criticising the conventional measure of
poverty in India, he tried to present an alternative estimate

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from consumption expenditures of NSSO 61st (2004-05)
and 66 th Round (2009-10), where he showed that
‘conventional poverty line’ had become redundant. In his
presentation, Dr Ghosh laid emphasis on the status of
districts within the states in terms of poverty line, and he
found that state-wise poverty line was redundant at the
district level within each of the states. Through his estimates,
he proved that poverty in India between the periods of the
two surveys had not reduced and this also held true for the
districts of the various states of India. There had been no
indication of convergence of consumption expenditure over
the period under study, implying the fact that the rich
became richer and the poor poorer. Thus, he wanted to
submit that poverty is a spatial phenomenon and state level
poverty line cannot be the yardstick to measure poverty in
the district level because cost of living varies in the districts.
His estimates confirmed the classic conflict of ‘growths with
rising inequality’ that persists in India. Therefore, he asserted
that there is urgent need for changing the ‘conventional
trajectory of planning in India’ by Government. The nature
of poverty is different in different spaces; therefore, a
universal policy would not help in curbing poverty in India.
Poverty alleviation strategies should be region-specific. In
this context he demanded changes in the implementation
of the current MGNREG Act. According to him, programmes
under MGNREGA should be restructured and it should be
adopted considering the needs and requirements of the
concerned district or state. For this, he felt the need of
proper resource mapping beforehand.

Sri H.N. Das, IAS(Retd.) Delivers the Golden Jubilee
Colloquium Talk

The Golden Jubilee Colloquium Talk was delivered by Shri
H.N. Das, IAS (Retd.), former Chief Secretary, Government
of Assam, on the topic Federal Finance in India on 28 August,
2014 in the New Conference Hall. In his speech, Sri Das
stated that Indian polity is federal in structure but unitary in
bias. A strong central government is its hallmark. That is

why Dr. B.R. Ambedkar described India’s polity as a ‘flexible
federation’. Sri Das, in his speech, opined that most
economists and political leaders feel, and rightly so, that
the sources of revenue allocated to the states are not only
inadequate but inequitable too. The makers of our
Constitution were conscious about this. Therefore, they
included certain provisions in the Constitution itself in order
to safeguard the interest of the states. They devised a unique
system of transfer of fiscal resources from the union to the
state governments. By this system, the Union Government
was required to share its revenues with the State
Governments. The provisions for this purpose have been
included in the Constitution. The objectives are, firstly, to
enforce national rules and standards and, secondly, to
remove vertical and horizontal imbalances. The vertical
imbalances refer to imbalances between the union and
the states and the horizontal ones refer to imbalances
among the states. The idea is to avoid uneven provisions of
public services across different states, including allocations
in respect of “merit goods” such as education and health-
care services. Further, Sri Das highlighted on the controversy
which surfaced in recent times related to the ideal proportion
of devolution versus grants in the transfers made by the
FCs. FC-XI had transferred only 13.5 percent as grants. FC
XII preferred more grants. It transferred 18.9 percent as
grants. FC-XIII transferred 15 percent as grants. He observed
that larger proportion of grants is better because grants are
more specific and more focused. Assam also has the
problems of the new entities of the 19 tribal and ethnic
councils set up at the sub-federal level to satisfy the political
aspirations of different small groups. Substantial financial
allocations have been given to each of these entities in the
state budget. It will be necessary to integrate the fund
requirements of these councils by including these in the
FC-XIV’s recommendations relating to the period of 2015-
20. In his opinion, this brief description of the Constitutional
pattern of resource sharing between the union and the
states in India will show that there is a very close and
intimate relationship among them.
