Course Objectives:

The course seeks to familiarise the students with the fundamentals of the people, society and
politics of India’s Northeast region. Although it contains less than four percent of country’s total
population, occupying only about eight percent of total land area, the region merits a significant
status when it comes to cultural richness, having highly diverse terrain and societies with
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tremendous ethnic, religious, and linguistic diversities. It is a richness crucial from the perspective
of ecology and geopolitics as well. It is the region where South Asia ends and Southeast Asia
begins, a region located at the tri-junction of South, East and South East Asia. In the past couple of
decades North East India has emerged as an important field of research bringing together different
disciplinary lenses. The region, over the years, have received extraordinary attention from the state
as well, becoming the only territory of India where a ministry (MDoONER) looks after matters
relating to the planning, execution and monitoring of development projects. At the same time ,
however, the continuous use of laws like AFSPA against non-state armed groups continues to invite
widespread allegations of extensive brutality. With these contradictions, the region remains one of
the poorer performers in country’s developmental indexes besides continuing to be one of the most
politically volatile zones. How to make sense of these developments that are seemingly
contradictory? The course will try to interrogate the making of the normative category of ‘northeast
India’ and its various ramifications , while pointing out the different possible ways of decoding it.
The course structure and contents are interdisciplinary in nature.

* The students are expected to become familiar with the significance of India’s Northeast as an
important field of research bringing together different disciplinary lenses.

* The students are expected to develop the analytical tools required to make important policy
contributions as well as conceptual interventions when it comes to India’s Northeast.
